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About Us

Discovery Academy, located in Toledo, Ohio, is a tuition-free community school serving grades
K-6 and focusing on 21st century skills and project-based learning.

Discovery Academy enables students to envision a world beyond their own neighborhoods. At
Discovery Academy, students use tools they may not otherwise have access to. They explore
and are exposed to new people and places they may have never had an opportunity to meet or
see, and they become empowered to see the difference they can make in their own community
as they engage in project-based learning.

Highlights

Y 23% more students scored Proficient or better on their state assessments over
the past two years.

Y Over the past two years, 17% fewer students have scored in the bottom two
categories (Limited & Basic) on the state assessments.

Y Students At/Above grade level on NWEA MAP testing rose from 39% to 46%
(ELA) and 25% to 42% (Math) over the course of the year.
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Y 93% or better of our third grade students met the promotion requirements for the
Third Grade Reading Guarantee for the fourth year in a row.

Sponsor Statement

Ohio Revised Code (ORC) 3314.03(D)(2) specifies that the sponsor of the school must “monitor
and evaluate the academic and fiscal performance and the organization and operation of the
community school on at least an annual basis.”

In its evaluation of the school performance, the Ohio Department of Education Office of School
Sponsorship assesses the performance of Discovery Academy on each of the required Ohio
School Report Card indicators and on performance measures listed in the charter contract.

The Ohio Department of Education Office of School Sponsorship monitors the performance of
the community schools through our attendance at the Discovery Academy board meetings,
visits to the school, monthly review of financial reports and reviews of academic progress
reports along with other reports related to the school’s performance.

The Ohio Department of Education Office of School Sponsorship was the sponsor for School
Name during the 2017-2018 school year. The Discovery Academy was generally compliant with
the laws, rules, and regulations governing Ohio community schools and we continue to monitor
compliance with laws, rules and regulations throughout the school year. Academically,
Discovery Academy is progressing towards compliance in academics and we will continued to
provide technical assistance and monitoring of school academics.

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School Improvement

Discovery Academy will use benchmarking data from state-approved vendor assessments, local
common assessments, and Fall OAA scores (3rd grade only) to provide baseline data for our
students in all grades. Through a vigorous RTI process, students will receive targeted,
researched-based interventions throughout the year to ensure that all students show at least a
year's growth by the end of the school year.
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Discovery Academy's 2017-18 SMART Goals

Goal

Results

1. Following the spring benchmarking period, 75% of our
students will meet their personal growth goal on NWEA
MAP tests for both reading and math. For returning
students, these goals will be generated by their previous
years' spring scores. This will take "summer loss" into
account to ensure our instruction is both meaningful and
lasting. For new students, these goals will be generated
by their fall benchmark scores.

These numbers were 56% for reading and 53% for math
during the 2017-2018 school year, which did not meet
our goals.

2. Discovery students fall into three categories based on
their NWEA MAP scores. The first category is AtfAbove
Grade Level. The second category is k, and
represents students who are less than cne year below
grade level according to NWEA norms. The final group is
Significantly Behind, and represents students who are
more than cne grade level below where they should be.
Locking at the pericd between our fall and spring
benchmark, we will increase the At/Above group by 10%
while at the same time decreasing or Significantly Below
group by 10%.

For students in the At/Above, we met this goal in Math
with 42% ending the year in the green after just 28% in
the fall. In Reading, that number of students in the green
incresed from 39% to 46%, which missed our 10%
increase goal. For the Significantly Below group, we
began the year with 26% in Reading, which improved to
just 21% in the spring. In Math, the decrease in the red
group was even greater, dropping 33% to 25%. While
improvements were made, it did not meet our 10% goal.

3. Discovery Academy will increase the number of
students scoring proficient or better on their state AIR
tests by 10% in all grades and subject areas, or have at
least 80% of students meet this threshold. This includes
ELA and Math for grades 3rd through 6th and 5th grade
Science.

Only 6th Grade ELA increased by 10% or more (26%) from
2016-2017 to 2017-2018. 4th Grade ELA (6%), 5th Grade
Math (5%), 5th Grade Science (1%), and 6th Grade Math
{2%) all went up less than 10%. 3rd Grade Math (13%),
3rd Grade ELA (18%), 4th Grade Math(15%), and 5th
Grade ELA (4%) all went down in the percentage of
student who were proficient or better.

4. Discovery Academy will average 0.5 or less
suspensions per student over the course of the year. In
addition, students will average 1.0 or less days lost per
student due to suspensions over the course of the school

year.

We narrowly missed these goals for the 2017-2018
school year with .53 suspensions per student and 1.03
days lost to suspension per student. These numbers still
represented a significant improvement from two years

ago when we began cur Restorative Practices initiative.

An average of 23% more students scored in the Proficient, Accelerated, or Advanced
categories on their state tests aver the past two years.

Over the pasts two years, we have had 17% less students score in the lowest two categories
(Limited & Basic).
